But Declining in Europe & America

"Americans' membership in houses of worship continued to decline last year, dropping to below 50% for
the first time in Gallop's 80-year trend," wrote a recent Gallop poll.'” Church membership had remained

near 70% until the 21st century.

The fastest-declining Christian populations in the world are in Europe according to a peer-reviewed study

in the journal Sociology of Religion. 1%

Researchers, sociologists and church leaders offer a wide range of causes for this decline in church
affiliation and attendance in the West while Christianity is flourishing in Asia and Africa.

Some studies suggest that countries supporting a particular religion contributes to the secularization of

that country. Other studies suggest different factors are the cause for both decline and growth of
Christianity in the world:
